Greetings to all of our whanau here in Aotearoa and overseas spreading the rangi of Manuhiri. 

The good news is that after a lot of hard work and hui a iwi, around the motu there is  unanimous support from our Kaumatua, Kuia and beneficiaries. 
The MOKO Trust as the entity has been mandated by the people to represent Ngati Manuhiri as the working vehicle that will ensure all the necessary steps get completed. This will also allow MOKO Trust to co-ordinate the necessary crown processes that Central Government require for a full and final comprehensive settlement to take place.
It was great to have our Rangatira and Kaumatua present at our 3 hui a iwi with Ngati Manuhiri tangata  held at Omaha Marae, Rotorua, and Auckland. 

MOKO Trust will aspire to fulfill the obligations that it has always upheld that being the principles of Manuhiritanga that is encompassed in these four  steps;

· Pride and commitment to uphold Manuhiri tribal identity & integrity.

· Self determination to proceed in education and pursue sucesss in all endeavours.
· Provide opportunities to utilize collective benefit of our tribal assets to prosper and sustain our people.

· Leave a legacy for those that come after us.

MOKO Trust is not the entity that receives the settlement, only the work horse of the people. This needs to be very clearly understood by all.

Whilst this is so, we need to remember that  MOKO Trust is not funded and survives on revenue from the services they provide to local and central governance along with independent businesses. All of your positive tautoko is a huge lift to myself and staff that work on your behalf. 
TREATY CLAIMS SETTLEMENT
Its been a long time coming with  a variety of elements of frustration for our hapu along the way, but Ngati Manuhiri are poised to advance themselves into the historical treaty claims arena finally. 
The impact of this for Ngati Manuhiri is exciting, dynamic and long term.

However we must ensure that our people have the opportunity to provide direction for the long term vision of  Ngati Manuhiri.

I encourage all Manuhiri descendants within our area of interest of Omaha Marae to register and be part of this momentous occasion. By bringing together all the stakeholders and getting beyond the highly adversarial approach taken by others in the treaty claims arena we can build a future for the generations to come. 
NEGOTIATORS

Negotiators were nominated and elected and endorsed around the motu by hui a iwi with  beneficiaries.The representatives that were given the tautoko by the people will be a  awesome wero for the crown to negotiate with.
As lead negotiator I believe we have a very resourcefull team, well versed in oral and traditional knowledge of Ngati Manuhiri culture and astute in the areas of economic and commercial dicision making. 
They also have the support networks, with maori, pakeha, and the professional agencies eg; 
Lawyers, policy analysts, economists, ministers, rangatira and kaumatua of the motu  who will be part of the process. These networks will be instrumental and maximize the opportunities to us as negotiators.
· Ngati Manuhiri Rangatira: Laly Haddon with his vast knowledge base of Manuhiri history handed down to him from our old people and his involvement with local and regional government agencies and the surrounding communities.

· Kaumatua: Peri Watts who has a background in farming and fishing businesses, intricate understanding of Manuhiri fishing rohe moana, and experience as a kaumatua with local history of our neighbouring whanaunga.
· Mook Hohneck has 37yrs in forestry harvesting, and commercial  infrastructure investment abroad and NZ based:

Representative on Regional Policy Steering Group

All three have already started working on relationships and communication with Crown representatives and agencies of the crown.
Moko Trust has still received no funding as yet to fund this process but will work towards negotiating a starting position for Ngati Manuhiri Katoa to at least consider until funding becomes available.
